*In U8 and below divisions any offense that would result in an Indirect kick under FIFA rules will be 
handled as a Direct kick being awarded to the opposing team.
Referee: The home team supplies a trained and certified referee (either a U8 Official or a Regional 
Referee) to officiate the game.  Both teams are responsible for supplying a linesperson.
"Home" team (listed first) who have the first game on a field is responsible for picking up corner 
flags from the AYSO trailer and ensuring the field is properly set up by game time
"Visiting" team (listed second) who have the last game on a field is responsible for returning the 
corner flags to the AYSO trailer and ensuring the field is properly torn down after the last game is 
completed.
